





AWARDS, GUEST INTRODUCTIONS, AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

Airport Executive Director Mr. Lynn Kusy welcomed Mesa Councilmember Dina Higgins who was
representing Mayor Smith. He announced there were between 7,000 and 10,000 people in attendance for last
week’s Gateway Aviation Day. Plaques will go to sponsors Wells Fargo, Air BP, Sundt Construction, DWL
Architects, Cessna, Boeing, Dibble Engineering, Hawker Beechcraft, Costco, and Hampton Inn.

Mr. Kusy announced that the Airport has received a grant from the Federal Aviation Administration in the
amount of $9.75 million for the next expansion of the passenger terminal. This expansion project is under
design currently.

COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

Mzr. Paul Ransbury, APS Emergency Maneuver Training, reported that his company is hosting an event this

week at Gateway Airport. He said an international group of evaluators from 71 companies such as Boeing,

NASA, and the NTSB will be onsite to look for solutions to loss of control in flight training. He noted that
30 to 40 members are here at the Airport today.

PROGRESS REPORTS

Arizona State University Polytechnic— Mr. Kusy introduced ASU’s Dr. Mitzi Montoya, Vice Provost & Dean,
College of Technology & Innovation. Dr. Montoya reported that campus enrollment is up about 10 percent for
fall classes. The campus is in the middle of a major strategic planning effort and reorganization to advance
industry and community engagement with a focus on aerospace and defense. She noted ASU’s focus will be on
renewable energy and health and life sciences. Mr. Kusy acknowledged Dr. Montoya for making a presentation at
a recent Good Morning East Valley meeting.

Chandler-Gilbert Community College — College Provost John Schroeder reported that approximately
1,500 attended the College’s 15 Annual Aviation Maintenance Symposium. He also recognized Community
Relations Coordinator Patrick Oakley for his work on last week’s Gateway Aviation Day.

REVIEW OF MONTHLY STAFF REPORTS AND UPDATES ON: ¢ Construction ¢ Commercial

Mr. Kusy provided the following highlights from the February staff reports:

Gateway Airport was honored by the Arizona Commercial Real Estate Magazine for having the Best
Redevelopment Project. DWL Architects and Sundt Construction share this honor.

February noise complaints totaled eight.
Financial: Revenues are tracking on budget, and expenses are 1 percent under budget.
TSA completed its annual security inspection with no findings.

Commercial passengers for January totaled 74,860 and 71,500 for February. The Airport is expected to
handle between 95,000 to 100,000 passengers in March.

Mayor Lewis asked about Airport tours. Mr. Kusy said Mr. Patrick Oakley is available for tours and/or
group presentations.

Vice Mayor Williams thanked Mr. Kusy for giving an outstanding presentation at a recent Phoenix City
Council Policy meeting. Mr. Kusy thanked Sky Harbor staff for their support during his presentation.

Proposed Motion:
Approve Resolution No. 11-16 authorizing a contract with SDB Contracting Services to construct
additional restrooms in Hangar 1084 at a cost of $43,787.

Narrative:

Hangar 1084, located at 6250 S. Taxiway Circle, currently has one set of restrooms located on the east side
of the hangar. Due to the location, staff and visitors must exit the office space and pass through the hangar
bay to utilize the restrooms. This is not only inconvenient for personnel, but also poses a safety risk due to
increased pedestrian traffic around aircraft. As per lease agreement with International Air Response
approved in March, the Airport Authority is responsible for providing additional restroom facilities.

SDB Contracting Services will provide labor and materials as follows:
e FPraming, drywall, plumbing (excluding plumbing rough in), electrical, and painting
e Division, allocation, and construction of space, including ceiling
e Installation of toilets, urinals, sinks, counter tops, and partitions
e Installation of lighting, light fixtures, and exhaust fans in restrooms
e Hallway lighting, HVAC lines, flooring tiles, and sprinkler heads

SDB Contracting Services will render services in accordance with Job Order Contract (JOC) No. JOCO7-
04 with a coefficient of 21 percent.

This contract was not included in the FY11 capital budget but is funded with non-grant funds as Project

Expenditres (SAVL), allowing it to utilize existing contracts by other SAVE members; and

A,

CONTRACT: This Agreement incotporates by reference and attachment all the terms and conditions of
that certain cooperative purchasing contract #]OC07-04, between City of Chandler and SDB Inc., except:
1. All references to City of Chandler shall be replaced with Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Airport Authority;
2. The work scope is hereby modified to incorporate the changes of Attachment A; and
3. The contract between SDB Inc. and Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Alrport Authority is independent of the
City of Chandler contract #]QC07-04.

Pursuant to Arizona Revised Statutes Section 35-391.06 and 35-393.06, the Contractor certifies that it does
not have a scrutinized business operation in either Sudan or Iran.

CONTRACT TERM

avaitable to, or appropriated by the Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Airport Authority for this purpose. In the event
that funds are not available or appropsiated for Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Airport Authority’s payment
requirements under this contract for the goods and/or services to be provided hereunder the Phoenix-Mesa
Gateway Airport Authority may terminate this contract by providing notice to the contractor of the lack of
the availability of funds.

The contractor acknowledges and agrees that tone source of funding for this contract may be funds made
available from the Federal Aviation Administration, and that this contract, its approval and continuation is
contingent on the availability of those funds being made to the Phoenix-Mesa Gateway Airport Authority

5.4 Failure of JOC to perform any covenant or condition contained herein and in the Project Agreement
within the time periods specified therein, shall constitute a material breach of both the Project Agreement
and this Job Order Contract, entitling CITY to terminate either or both the Project Agreement and this Job
Order Contraci, unless JOC applies for and receives an extension of time in accordance with the
procedures set forth herein. The amount of Liquidated and Special Damages, if appropriate, will be

established in each Project Agreement.

5.5 The CITY'S agreement to waive a specific time provision or to extend the time for performance shall
not constitute a waiver of any other time provisions contained in this Job Order Contract or in the Project
Agreement. Failure of JOC to complete performance promptly within the additional time authorized in the
waiver or extension of time agreement shall constitute a material breach of this Job Order Contract and
also of the Project Agreement, entitling CITY to all the remedies set forth herein or provided by law.

ARTICLE 6 - CONTRACT PRICE

6.1 CITY shall pay JOC for completion of each project the amount specified in each Project Agreement,
which amount will be determined as follows;

6.1.1. The actual cost of the project shall be those costs listed and described in the City of
Chandler General Conditions for Construction, Section 12.4 A 1), 2), 3), 4), and 5) a,, b., c., e, f, andg.
but not those costs listed in Section 12.4 A 5) d. and h. (The costs listed in said d. and h. are included in
JOC's overhead and profit as described below. The actual cost of the project shall not include those
costs listed and described in the City of Chandler General Conditions for Construction, Section 12.4 B.

6.1.2. Total amount payable to JOC for the project (actual cost, overhead, and profit) shall be
determined by multiplying the total actual cost of the project by the appropriate coefficient from the table
set forth herein below in section 6.2.

6.2 The coefficients shown in the table below shall be used to determine the total amount payable to
JOC for all projects. Overhead and profit shall include JOC's costs of premiums for Bonds, Insurance,

6.3 Within ten (10) days of the date CITY issues a delivery order, JOC shall submit to CITY a cost
estimate for such work together with supporting data as requested by CITY. Upon acceptance of the cost
estimate this price shall be inserted into the Project Agreement. For more complex Projects CITY may

specify a longer period of time for JOC to complete the price estimate.
ARTICLE 7 - CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES

7.1 Permits, Engineering & Design

7.1.1 Unless otherwise specified in the Project Agreement, JOC shall obtain all construction permits and
licenses. JOC shall pay all governmental charges and inspection fees necessary for the prosecution of
the Work. JOC shall also pay all charges of utility service companies for connections to the Work, and
CITY shall pay all charges of such companies for capital costs related thereto, such as plant investment

fees and system development fees.

7.4.2 JOC shall provide Architectural and Engineering design as necessary or required for construction
and permitting purposes and as further provided in the Project Agreement.
