Narrative:

Wildlife presents many hazards to airports and aircraft. Bird and other animal strikes on the Airport or
within the Airports’ airspace can cause minor to significant damage to an aircraft and can lead to an aircraft
accident. It is incumbent for us to identify and mitigate the wildlife hazards that exist and ensure the safety
of all those that utilize the airport.

As part of the Airport’s Federal Aviation Regulation (FAR) Part 139 Certification, the Gateway has an
FAA approved Wildlife Hazard Management Plan based on an assessment that was completed in 2000.
The Plan outlines the duties, techniques, and practices executed by staff to mitigate wildlife hazards. It also
identifies the personnel responsible for this mitigation. This plan, though effective, needs to be updated to
reflect the many changes that have occurred over the past 11 years. The first step in updating the Plan is to
conduct another assessment.

The assessment is a year-long process that requires an FAA qualified wildlife biologist to study and identify
the wildlife that exists on or near the Airport. At the conclusion of this process, the consultants will
incorporate the data gathered and update the Plan for FAA approval. In addition, the consultants will
provide training to appropriate staff.

On April 1, 2011, Request for Proposal 2011-019 was issued by the Airport. The RFP was published in the
Arizona/East Valley Tribune on April 2, 6,9, 13, 16, & 20. It was also published in the Arizona Business
Gazette on April 7, 14, & 21, was placed on the Airport Website, and advertised with several industry
organizations. There were 10 respondents. The responses were rated based on qualifications, experience,
and cost. The top three respondents are listed below.
